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price and sales to a jump in de-
mand for luxury homes.

“There is just so much de-
mand for luxury homes,” she
said. “If T have a $10 million list-
ing it will sell before the $2 mil-
lion listing. It sounds ridiculous,
but that’s what’s happening.”

In the 90211 area, sale prices
for single-family homes in-
creased by 20.2 percent in June,
compared to the same month last
year, for the three homes sold.
The median price was $1.6 mil-
lion, according to La Jolla-based
DataQuick.

In the 90212, condominium
prices declined by 18.4 percent
last month, when compared to
June 2006, on two condos sold.
The median price in the 90212
area, was $999,000.

The median home price per -

square-foot, which includes sin-
gle-family homes and condomini-
ums, was $1,008 in the 90210
area. In the 90211 it was $790,
while the median price per
square-foot in the 90212 zip code
was $689.
